Respond to the following items by writing them in your journal. Please number your responses.

1. Write the title of the book (underlined), the name of the essay (in quotes), and the author’s name.

2. Preview to determine the topic and main idea. Write those down.

3. List three aids contained in the essay that helped you to preview.

4. Continue your preview by skimming and dividing the article into sections UP to the break    on page 56. 
5. Do you have any previous knowledge that will assist you in understanding what is contained in this essay?

6. Write a prediction about what might be discussed in this essay.

7. Read and annotate pp. 45-56.

After reading the essay, evaluate the effectiveness of using previewing:

8. Was your prediction correct? Why or why not?

9. Write a prediction for the last half of the essay (pages 56 – 63).

10. Was previewing beneficial in helping you with the actual reading of the chapter? Why or why not?

11. How do you intend to use previewing in the future? Explain.
