According to LOCATION, receptors are classified as:

1. Exteroreceptors

2. Interoreceptors (visceroreceptors)

3. Proprioceptors

On the basis of STIMULUS DETECTED, receptors are classified as:

1. Mechanoreceptors

Touch, pressure, vibration, proprioception, hearing and equilibrium

2. Thermoreceptor = heat

3. Nociceptor = pain

4. Photoreceptor = light in eye

5. Chemoreceptor = detect chemicals in mouth and nose
