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Test #1 Clinical Terminology & Disorders

Cirrhosis = Liver disorder in which normal liver cells are destroyed and replaced with connective tissue. 

Cholecystitis = Inflammation of the gall bladder.
Cholelithiasis =  Formation of gall stones. 

Colitis = Inflammation of the colon mucosa.
Dental Caries = Tooth decay resulting in a cavity. 

Diverticulitis = Inflamed sac or pouch in the wall of the colon.
Dysphagia = Difficulty swallowing.
Gastrectomy = Surgical removal of a part of the 
stomach or the entire stomach.
Gastroileal Reflex = Occurs immediately after a meal and intensifies peristalsis in the ileum and forces any chyme into the cecum.

Gastritis = Inflammation of the stomach.
Heat exhaustion =  Results from severe water and electrolyte loss after heat exposure.
Heatstroke = Results after failure of heat regulating mechanisms in body.  High body temperature, usually greater than 105 degrees and NO sweating.
Hepatitis =  Inflammation of the liver, usually caused by a virus.
Hypothermia =  Lowering of body temperature below 95 degrees F.
Hypervitaminosis =  A condition caused by excessive ingestion of one or more vitamins and may result in vitamin toxicity.
Hypovitaminosis =  A condition due to a lack of one or more vitamins in the diet which may result in a vitamin deficiency disorder.
Jaundice =  Yellow color of skin and eyes due to excessive concentration of bilirubin. 

Ketosis =  Abnormally high concentration of ketone bodies in the blood caused by starvation, diabetes or other conditions.
Marasmus =  Emaciation in children due to malnutrition.
Mumps =  Inflammation of the salivary glands, especially the parotid gland in children.  Acute, contagious, febrile disease.
Obesity =  Abnormal amount of fat on the body.  20-30% over average weight for age, sex, and height.
Peptic ulcer =  An ulcer that develops in areas of the GI tract exposed to hydrochloric acid.  Usually in the stomach or duodenum.
Periodontal disease =  Disease of the supporting structures of the teeth such as the gingivae and alveolar bone.
