Atrophy =  Wasting away of muscles due to age, disuse or disease.
Basal Cell Carcinoma =  Most common type of skin cancer.
Carcinoma =  Malignant tumor that occurs in epithelial tissue.
Cyanosis = Blueness of skin due to deficient oxygen in blood.
Decubitus ulcers =  Bedsore caused by deficient blood flow to tissue.
Erythema =  Abnormal redness of skin.
Hypertrophy = Increase in the diameter of each muscle fiber due to repeated stimulation to near maximal tension.
Jaundice =  Yellowing of skin and whites of eyes.

Malignant Melanoma =  Most deadly form of skin cancer.
Malignant Tumor = Cancerous tissue capable of metastisis.
Metastisis =  Spread of cancer cells to other parts of the body.
Neoplasm (Neoplasia) =  Abnormal growth of new cells or tissue, such as a tumor.
Oncogene = Cancer causing gene.
