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Alzheimer’s disease =  Chronic mental disorder in elderly
Astigmatism = Caused by defect in cornea or lens
Cataract =  Visual impairment due to opaque lens
Cerebral palsy = Muscular disorder from developmental defects in brain or trauma at birth
Color blindness =  Absence of or defect in the red blue and/or green pigments in the cones of the retina
Emmetropia =  Normal 20/20 vision
Epilepsy = Recurrent disorder which commonly produces convulsive seizures
Glaucoma =  Increased intraocular pressure causes blindness
Huntington’s disease =  Inherited progressive neuromuscular disorder
Hypermetropia =  Far sightedness.  Can be corrected by convex lens
Multiple sclerosis =  Autoimmune disease that demyelinates nerves
Myopia =  Near sightedness.  Can be corrected by concave lens.
Narcolepsy =  Drowsiness and sleep during daytime
Nyctalopia =  Night blindness
Nystagmus =  Constant involuntary movement of the eyeball
Presbyopia =  Defective vision caused by inelastic lens due to aging
Rabies = Viral infection, usually transmitted by bite, causing paralysis and death
Scotoma =  Blind gap in the visual field
Sleep apnea =  Temporary stopping of breathing during sleep
