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Atrophy =  Wasting away of muscles; reduced muscle size tone and power.

Carpal tunnel syndrome =  Inflammation of flexor tendon sheath of palm.

Hernia = Any condition in which the viscera protrude through a weak point in the muscular wall of the abdominopelvic cavity.

Hypertrophy = Increase in the diameter of each muscle fiber due to repeated stimulation to near maximal tension. 

Muscular dystrophy =  Inherited muscle destroying disease caused by degeneration of skeletal muscle fibers.

Myasthenia gravis = Weakness of skeletal muscles due to abnormal neuromuscular junctions.

Polio = Viral disease that destroys motor neurons.
Rigor mortis = Stiffness of body following death.
Tetanus = Bacterial disease that causes powerful sustained contraction of skeletal muscle.
