Epidermis:

Slide 13:  

Scalp
Observe the epidermis.  Make sure you can identify the

four strata that make up the epidermis of thin or hairy skin:

Stratum corneum, Stratum granulosum, Stratum spinosum, and Straum basale (superficial to deep).
Slide 14: 

Meissner’s Corpuscle
Observe the epidermis.  Make sure you can identify the five strata that make up the epidermis of thick or non-hairy skin:  Stratum cornuem, Stratum lucidum,, Stratum granulosum, Stratum spinosum and Straum basale.  Also note  fingerprint ridges  (dermal papilla) where the epidermis and dermis interface.  

Dermis:

Slide 13:  

Scalp
Observe the papillary region, composed of Areolar tissue; identify the dermal papilla, the structures that give rise to fingerprints.

Observe the reticular region, composed of Dense Irregular Connective Tissue.

Identify the following structures: sebaceous glands, arrector pili muscle, hair follicle, eccrine or apocrine sudoriferous sweat gland

Observe the hypodermis, composed of Areolar tissue loaded with adipocytes.

Slide 14:

Meissner’s Corpuscle
Observe the dermal papilla and find a Meissner’s Corpuscle

                                        of touch.

Slide 15:

Pacinian Corpuscle
Observe the transitional area between the reticular region of the dermis and the hypodermis.   You may be able to find a Pacinian Corpuscle (which detects pressure) in this area.  They can be difficult to find on this slide.  If not observed on this slide, look at a slide #15 that is a section of pancreas.

Slide 15: Pancreas.  
Visceral Pacinian Corpuscles are often larger and more easily observed.  View the Pacinian corpuscle on low power and observe the characteristic concentric rings.  Pancreas slide #76
                                       may or may not have a Pacinian Corpuscle on it.
