Laboratory Report Outline

Your lab report should contain the following labeled sections:

A. ABSTRACT

Write a two or three sentence description of what the experiment is all about.

B. CHEMICAL FORMULAS AND REACTIONS

Chemical formulas for major compounds involved and balanced chemical reactions for pertinent chemical processes encountered should be written.

C. DATA

This is the place to briefly summarize the procedure.   Numerical values of measurements made in the experiment should be clearly presented. Make sure the units are given for the data. Use tables where appropriate. If a printed data sheet is given for your use, fill in the blanks properly and turn it in as part (or all) of this section.

D. FINAL EXPERIMENTAL RESULTS

Your final results should be clearly stated. Identify all unknowns and their code number. Graphical presentations, if appropriate, should be located here.

E. SUMMARY AND CRITIQUE

Make comments concerning your overall findings, any problems that you might have encountered in the experiment and suggestions for improvement.
