English 101 Readiness Portfolio
Spokane Falls Community College has developed a set of thirteen course learning outcomes for English 99.  Because successful completion of English 99 entitles a student to register for English 101, these learning outcomes can be read as English 101 entrance expectations.  By the end of English 99, students should be able to
1. recognize that writing is a process requiring thoughtful reconsideration and revision

2. discern and record details accurately as part of the composing process

3. use brainstorming to generate varied details and ideas

4. evaluate details and ideas in light of particular rhetorical purposes

5. organize ideas in a coherent manner

6. use specific details to support claims

7. generate clear, grammatically correct prose

8. gain justifiable confidence as writers of expository prose

9. meet deadlines and complete requirements

10. submit original work

11. acknowledge sources, if used

12. use feedback to improve prose

13. annotate a text in order to effectively summarize, respond to, and apply the ideas in that text

As a high school student, you can secure placement directly into English 101 at SFCC and assure yourself that you are ready for the challenges of 101 by successfully composing an English 101 Readiness Portfolio.  The papers you’ve written in high school will make up the bulk of the portfolio.  You’ll just have to write one new paper, the cover essay, which will point to details in the other papers you’ve written as evidence of your ability to demonstrate the thirteen learning outcomes listed above.  
The cover essay is often quite long, sometimes ten pages or more, because it addresses all thirteen learning outcomes and incorporates passages (in the form of direct quotes) from the other papers in your portfolio as evidence of the progress you’ve made in high school toward those learning outcomes.  Our Portfolio in the High School team of instructors will be happy to work with you to explain the outcomes and to help you compose the cover essay.  
When your portfolio is complete, you will submit it to SFCC’s Director of Composition, who will have the portfolio read by at least two English instructors at SFCC.  Those readers will look for specific and sufficient evidence of the outcomes in the portfolio by focusing on the cover essay.  If one instructor believes you are ready for English 101, you’ll be permitted to register for that course regardless of placement exam scores.  If two instructors decide that your portfolio does not show sufficient evidence of 101 readiness, you will only be permitted to register for the course dictated by your placement exam scores.
