Use high quality images with 2 on the cover and 4 within the text (at least 2 of them should be 4 X 5).  Include captions and the source under the image, and add the complete MLA sources at the bottom of your MLA sources list at the back of the paper.  

Images can be scanned from books & periodicals in library and embedded within your text and/or printed (2 cents/page B & W, 7 cents/color).  Use the best printer & best settings (check at desk).

Under or beside the photo include artist, culture, date, any other information, and the source of the photo.

Saving an Artstor image to your file:

Select an image from Artstor and open it.

Click the square  "download" icon at the bottom of image.

Click "save file" when message pops up saying this a a binary file.

Open the file in your downloads  and click "select all". 

"Paste" into the desired file and save.

Google images

After your search opens, go to the tool bar at top and click “ search tools” at far right. 

Click on “size” at far left and either “large” for the best, or if not enough choices, “medium”.  Anything less than medium will print poor quality.

Don’t use any image with name of the photographer or studio embedded in it.
There are books, web sites and videos columns for additional information.

As of 2009, MLA does not require or call for a web
address (urt) unless your instructor requires one or if
you believe it would be helpful to the reader.
