Text Notes: Form

· don't underline everything!  use key words, dots & other markings;


make notations in margin (use pencil or separate paper to keep book clean) 

· use outline style (or Cornell method or branching)

· us words, phrases, don’t need many verbs (one level more in detail than you think you will remember)

· refer to images indicated by small numbers in margins

Text Notes: Content

· Know the author’s background, perspective & bias, and intent

· read the chapters more than once

· determine the main issues/ideas in each section; rewrite in your own words, 
  

or make notations in the book

· unfamiliar terms? look them up and add to notes

· add questions/comments on the material to your notes

· use maps/images for reference (i.e. p. 28 SW topography)

· see list of illustrations in back for more detail

· see bibliography for more information on sources

· read the chapters more than once

Lecture & Discussion Notes

· take notes

· write down main points of the lecture

· use short phrases instead of sentences in note-taking

· underline or use highlighters for important points/ideas in notes 

· slides & visuals: draw tiny picture or diagram, make notations re: visual appearance 


· look at the images in the text (many will be similar to slides)

· read over notes after class while ideas still fresh 

· study with a friend or classmate as we go along

Tests     Don’t wait till the last minute to study.

Make sure you have all handouts ahead of time & study the slides in viewing case.

· concentrate on main issues/ideas emphasized in class

· study with another student

· come to class rested and feeling prepared

· read through the test to determine which questions will need the most time

· answer all parts of the question

· be specific on your answers, give examples
· read test & answers one more time before handing it in
