Project Flow Chart checklist

1. Make sure to include each of the following steps:

a. Pre-Production: include what your group will do in this phase (i.e. write arrangements, suggest alternate lyrics, set the agenda for which songs to work on 1st, 2nd, etc.)

b. Recording - specify which dates you will be tracking, which songs you will work on, which parts (instruments) will be recorded

c. Overdubbing - specify which dates you will be overdubbing, which songs you will work on, which parts (instruments) will be recorded

d. Editing – specify when your group will work on editing

e. Mixing – specify when your group will mix in the studio, and which songs will be mixed

f. Mastering – specify where you will master your record (do some research on mastering facilities) and when

g. Manufacturing – specify what your product will be (i.e. vinyl or CD, etc) where it will be mass produced and when

h. Promotion – specify your plans on how you will promote the record and when you plan to do it

i. Distribution – detail how and when you plan to distribute the album (i.e. which stores will carry the CD, etc)
